
Bonaire Activities

Snorkeling
On the west coast, there are no
serious currents or waves, so
you can snorkel anywhere you
can fall into the water. Swimming, 

snorkeling or diving is easy and 
comfortable. You will love this clear, 

clean, warm ocean. The ocean is calmer 
than the average swimming pool! Even if you 

are not a diver, please read the diving page (page 10). The 
ocean conditions are so favourable, almost everyone can 
enjoy the wonderful marine life.

Kayaking
Paddle the protected waters of Lac Bay, or the mangroves 
in the South (the island’s nursery) baby fish and wildlife can 
be viewed. You can take guided kayak trips to Klein Bonaire.

Sailing Regatta
Held in October. All the action clearly visible from shore. 
The week long festivities include nightly entertainment in the 
streets of Kralendijk.

Bird watching
Over 170 species of birds including the strikingly colourful 
trupials and hummingbirds, heron, osprey, frigate birds, 
cormorants, and many other species of birds. Bonaire is 
one of only four breeding sites 
in the world for Pink Flamingos. 
Bonaire has tens of thousands 
of these beautiful birds On Lake 
Goto, or feeding in the salt pans. 
They feed on brine shrimp in the 
salt pans, which gives them their 
pink colour.

Mountain Biking
Bonaire is fairly flat, and cycling is an excellent way to enjoy 
the peace and quiet while viewing wildlife and touring the 
island. Bicycles and motorbikes can be hired from several 
resorts or dive shops. There are over 300 km of trails, to 
explore Bonaire’s amazing natural resources.

Blo-Karting
Land yachting 
- from age 7 
and up you can enjoy this exhilarating new 
sport. Bonaire has a 600 meter track, 
the longest man made track in the world. 
Lessons and clinics are available. Tandem rides available. 
Protective gear supplied.

Carnival time
In February/March. enjoy the fun in Rincon and Kralendijk.

Sailing
Steady winds and calm seas make 
Bonaire ideal for sailing and yachting. 
There is wide choice of excursions 
available. Some yachts offer gourmet 
sunset dinner cruises, or you can 
charter crewed vessels for half or 
full day. You can hire smaller boats 
to sail yourself. The Aquaspace is a 
catamaran with a Perspex hull, for 
viewing underwater life, while staying 
dry. Great sightseeing and snorkeling 
trips, and they offer excursions with 
food provided.

Horse Riding
There are a number of horse ranches, or ‘kunukus’, where 
group tours, private lessons and trail rides are available.

Driving
Hiring is not expensive, the extra freedom and flexibility, to
enjoy all the shore diving, sight seeing and activities, make
hiring a vehicle worthwhile. We recommend pickups with air 
conditioned double cabs which seat 5 comfortably, kit, tanks 
etc., can be put in the back. Wherever you are on Bonaire, 
you are never more than 15 minutes from your resort, and 
5 minutes from the ocean. Our partner for vehicle hire is To-
tal Car Rental, they have an office at the airport, and Rento 
Fun Drive, in Kralendijk, have scooters, trikes, motorbikes 
and mountain bikes for hire.
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
